To Ponder: 

How far does having your own house (and maybe garden too) prevent you from 
building community with your neighbours? 

 
For Prayer: 

• That anyone in our parish who does not feel secure in their home would be able 
to find help and support 

• That the people living in Oakhurst would know the inner peace and security 
which comes from God and not just from having somewhere to live.  

• That God would bless all pupils and staff at Oakhurst Primary School 

• That God would provide security for everyone who lives on my street. 
 
 
 
Sunday 28th March – Saturday 3rd April: The whole parish  
 
‘Abba, Father,’ Jesus said, ‘everything is possible for you. Take this cup from me. Yet 
not what I will, but what you will.’

For Prayer:
